The total cost for the 
repairs is €50,791.25 and the shortfall for the parish is approximately €28,000. To meet this shortfall €6,660 
has been contributed by many people in the parish thus far.  This includes a €220 and €100 donation re-
ceived this week. We thank the many people who have made once off donations to this project. If you would 
like to make a donation, please place your donation in an envelope with your name and weekly contribution 
envelope number on the envelope.
